 Fertilization: 
 Plants benefit from a 
regular feeding program. Choose 
a fertilizer formulated for your 
plantings, and follow the 
manufacturer’s application 
directions to determine quantity 
and frequency. Consult a local 
garden center specialist for 
additional growing tips.

 Garden Amendment: 
 Cover weed-free beds with 
2 to 3 inches of amendment. Work it 
in deeply using a hand spade or 
rototiller and level the soil with a hard 
rake. For individual vegetable or flower 
plantings, amend holes as needed. 
(Use the chart below to calculate bags 
required for coverage.)

 Tree and Shrub Planting: 
 Dig planting holes to the 
same depth and twice the width of 
the tree or shrub’s root ball. Place the 
excavated soil aside, and incorporate 
Black Gold® Natural & Organic Ultra 
Outdoor Planting Mix at a 2:1 ratio. 
Level the root ball and backfill with 
amended soil, working it down to 
cover roots and remove air pockets. 
Keep excess soil away from the 
trunk. Trickle irrigate for 30 minutes.

 Irrigation: Water new plants 
 every few days, especially in 
the absence of rain. More water may 
be needed on hot, dry days.
